Situated near South Lake, an imperial garden dating back to the Qin
dynasty, the design of this large residential estate reflects the history
of this ancient city — including incorporation of the five elements of
geomancy and strong axial links to nearby historical sites.

Respecting the local vernacular, and applying the concept of
“borrowed views"” from the adjacent garden, the development is
joined seamlessly to the park environment. The ground plane is
elevated to conceal vehicular circulation underneath, and the
buildings are arranged to create in-between spaces for the residents,
also optimising the flow of prevailing winds and daylight into
individual dwellings

The crown jewels of a luxurious residential
development in the suburbs of Beijing,
these opulent villas enjoy sweeping views
of canals flowing through the nation’s
capital.
